
MEDITERRANEAN
Low difference in hottest & coldest month av temperature

Warm, dry sunny summers
- enough sunshine to ripen, less risk of rain at harvest,

low fingal disease risk
Mild and wet winters

COOL MEDITERRANEAN
Average GST: <16.5°C

MODERATE MEDITERRANEAN
Average GST: 16.5°C-18.5°C

WARM MEDITERRANEAN
Average GST: 18.5°C-21°C

HOT MEDITERRANEAN
Average GST: 21°C +

Coonawarra?

IUnlikely to be insufficient warmth 
for flowering & fruit set

Site selection, aspect, slope, drianage & shelter

HIgh altitude vineyards
Frost - lowers yield & quality

Site selection to avoid frost pockets
Late pruning to delay bud burst

Select late budding varieties .e.g Riesling
Train high off ground

Bare earth between vines reradiates heat

Powdery Mildew:
Likes over 25°C warmth, dry & shade

Open up canopy 
Spray sulphur, fungicides

Sun burn:
Scars skins lowers quality.

Row orientation to avoid evening sun
Manage canopy to shade grapes

Shade with nets

Drought:
Water stress causes vines to shut down 

lowering yield & quality
Irrigation - drip or flood systems

Select rsistant root stocks - V Rupestris
